As well as giving presentations at the 
history talks, FoSJP History Research 
Group members have been asked to 
give talks at various local groups. It has 
been interesting to visit these 
other groups and meet others 
with an interest in local history; 
invariably we have also 
discovered more people with 
memories of St.James' Park. 

One of our biggest commitments 
last year was the Shirley Schools 
Centenary which was featured in 
an earlier newsletter. 

Michaela Lawler-Levene and 
Madge Heath were guests of the 
St.James (Southampton) WI 
group. 

In November, at the Nursling 
and Rownhams History Group, 
we gave a talk entitled “The 
History and Restoration of 
St.James' Park in Shirley”, which 
included how the Park's history 
has influenced aspects of its 
recent programme of restoration 

and improvements financed by the 
Heritage Lottery Fund. 

On 14th February, at the Lordshill and 
Lordswood Historical Society, we gave 
a talk entitled “The History of St.James' 
Park”, which traced the origins of the 
land that we now know as the Park, 
referenced through almost 1000 years 
of history. Since it was Valentine's Day, 
a local park love story was also shared. 

Talks are usually requested by other 
local history groups, but we were also 
asked to give a presentation to the 
Coxford Residents Association and 
Coxford Youth to inspire them in their 
own endeavours to improve a local 
green space and community centre. 

The youngsters were primarily 
interested in football, but they 

particularly liked the old photos 
including the one below of Mrs Freda 
Hancock, then Freda Jurd, with her 
grandfather and Aunt Millicent. 

Freda’s aunt and her mother before 
her took in washing at their home on 
Laundry Road, which was well known 
for the cottage industry service 
contracts to large establishments in 
Southampton. The family used the 
donkey and cart to collect and return 
the laundry. Freda recently celebrated 
her 90th birthday, so it’s estimated 

that this photo was taken in the 
late 1920s or early 1930s. 

Earlier this April, members of the 
FoSJP History Research Group 
Patricia White and Erika Howells 
were invited to give a presentation 
on Nathaniel and Catherine 
Jefferys to the Millbrook Local 
History Society, and Madge Heath 
shared her research into Andrew 
Barlow of the Barlow and Ellyett 
Homes on Church Street, very near 
St.James’ Park.
